Biogs for the artists performing in order:

Amy Pearl and Ryan Harvey: Amy Pearl is a multi-instrumentalist and singer from Bury St Edmunds. Blending contemporary and traditional folk, she creates a sound that is distinctly her own. Joined by American singer-songwriter Ryan Harvey, this duo brings rich harmonies and songs you’ll want to hear again and again.

Becca Rose: Becca Rose is a Suffolk-based singer-songwriter crafting sounds rooted in folk tradition with a bluesy, soulful edge. Her poetic songs explore ancestry, identity, and the stories that shape us, woven within guitar, harmonium and her distinctive vocals. Alongside her original material, she brings a fresh, emotive twist to reimagined classics, and is an intimate and captivating live act.
